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PROMEGA ART SHOWCASE FEATURES FIRE ARTS

The Promega Art Showcase Fire Arts will feature 18 artists along with their sculptures made
from bronze, plaster, wood, ceramics, mixed media and jewelry. Work varies in size from 3 —
5 feet to quite small. The 3-D art will be showcased in the Promega atrium and outside on the
new Terrazzo balcony garden.
